1.  GRADES:  Quarter grades will be based on primarily:




10% Participation and Class work



30% Homework




60% Quizzes, Tests and Projects

*MIDTERM EXAM GRADE:  20% of semester grade, 8th grade students MUST achieve an overall 70% or higher semester grade average in order to get high school credit.
2.  LA CARPETA:  A three ring binder is recommended with room for 5 separate sections.  The following sections must be kept in the binder throughout the year:

**The binder needs to be brought to class every day!  There will be 2 binder quizzes per quarter that will be based on the following:  1) The binder is present in class with appropriate sections. 

     2)  All papers are organized within the binder and filled out properly.
3.  EL CUADERNO:  A workbook that we will be using for homework and extra practice will be available for purchase.  Please see additional note with all information.
4.  LA TAREA:  Homework will be based on a 0-10 point grade scale for each assignment (unless told otherwise).   We will grade homework in class so please do your work carefully!  Please include the following with every homework assignment that you hand in:


*Name (first and last!)




*Date (in Spanish)




*Page number (if a book assignment)




*Complete sentences (unless stated otherwise)

*Students will be given one “late pass” each quarter which will allow them to turn in one assignment one day late.  After the late pass has been used, no late work will be accepted.  For major projects, the grade will go down one letter (A to B) for each day the project is late.

5.  PARTICIPATION:  Participation is 10% of the quarter grade and should be taken seriously!  Each day a possible 3 point participation grade may be given.  Every week students will be given a formal participation assessment of up to 15 points.  The participation grade consists of:
*SPEAKING:


*Raising your hand in class to volunteer for an answer or an activity. (I will not be able to call 
on everyone, but I always see effort through raising your hand!)


*Using Spanish during assigned “Spanish only” times.

*ACTIVITY BASED:


*Staying on task during partner activities, games or pronunciation practice.

*Bringing all proper supplies to class (you will lose 1 point for each day you do not have 
  supplies).
*Excused absences will NOT hurt your participation grade.  I will average your grade according to your performance on the days you were in class.  UNEXCUSED ABSENCES WILL HURT YOUR GRADE.   You will receive a “0” for participation for each unexcused absence.

7.  EXTRA HELP SESSIONS/PARENT CONTACT:  Extra help for Spanish will be available from 3:05-3:45 1 time per week.  I will give advance notice of the designated day at the beginning of the week.  Morning help is a possibility on an as needed basis.  It is my hope that EVERY student is successful in Spanish!!!  Any student who would like extra help is encouraged to come.
8.  EL PASAPORTE:  Students will be receiving passports for each quarter.  The more stamps they receive on their passport the better!  At the end of each quarter students will be turning in their passports for various “prizes”.  Students can earn stamps on their passports through games, extra participation, and using the Spanish only during designated times.  ¡Fantástico!

9.  QUIZLET.COM FOR ONLINE FLASH CARDS:  It is strongly encouraged that students go to “quizlet.com” and register as a user.  This free website allows students to customize flash cards, play games and take online practice quizzes.  Students will first need to create a user name and password.  Then search under “agastmeier” to find the current vocabulary chapter.  This is a great study tool!
